In 2018, while investigating the AgustaWestland case, the ED and
the CBI discovered a web of Mauritian companies that had long
participated in moving the spoils from 15 corrupt defence deals

that cost the Indian exchequer an estimated ?1.8 trillion. The
Department of Revenue Intelligence had identified earlier that the
same companies had been used by the Adani group to launder money.
Studying all previous investigations into the two groups and the
ownership patterns and transactions of over a hundred companies,

it is clear that they formed a single united network that funnelled
illicit gains of the Adani group from alleged financial misdemeanours
and invested it back in India. While the evidence so far stops short of
directly implicating the Adani group in defence corruption cases, it

is clear that the group created a complex financial routing network
through Mauritius that has been used by arms dealers, seedy
intermediaries and convicted criminals.
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
